For some years now
Where the Saints Meet
has been published. It
enables people to know
something of the basic
doctrinal position(s) of a
local congregation. While
not perfect it does provide
some assistance. In the
preface the publishers
write: "It is our prayer that
this directory will provide
Christians who travel or
are moving with a means
of contacting congregations
in other areas." In the
1991 edition there are
listed more than two dozen
positions that help to
identify the particular
doctrinal stand of congre-
gations. This information
was said to

over fifteen thousand
questionnaires that were
distributed.”
